What Club? Who to talk to:

0O ask your guidance counselor about AP, dual enrollment, virtual, etc. Check the requirements for high school
graduation, college admissions, Bright Futures scholarships, NCAA Clearinghouse, National Honor Society, or vocational
schools. Check your school’s course catalogue for a complete list of programs offered.

O start working on your community service hours. Community service hours are needed for every level of Florida Bright
Futures scholarships. 30 hours are required for Gold Seal, 75 hours are required for the Medallion level, and 100 hours
are required for the Academic Scholar level.
